However,  the 
committee will give fullest consideration for scholarships and grants to students whose scholarship applications and 
admission applications are received by January 15, 2010. After that deadline, scholarships are awarded on a rolling basis. 
We also strongly recommend that each family file the Free Application for Federal Student Aid (FAFSA) by March 10 
each year, even if you do not think you will qualify for federal or state financial aid grants.  

 
NOTE: All valedictorians and salutatorians are required to file a FAFSA by MARCH 10 

 each year in order to be eligible for the Val-Sal scholarship.
